GENERAL INFORMATION:

The Sumpro unit is not a pump; it is an auxiliary power
source for a standard sump pump.

TOOLS NEEDED:
No tools are needed for the installation of this unit.
BATTERY REQUIREMENTS:

Your Sumpro unit depends on two deep cycle marine
batteries (not included) for its reserve power.

NOTE: Your Sumpro unit operates on 24VDC power
when in the Auxiliary Power mode; therefore two deep
cycle marine batteries must be used. Any substitutions
will cause damage to the unit and void the warranty.

Any 27 series deep cycle marine batteries will easily fit
into the battery enclosure and operate the unit properly.
But we recommend that an Exide model 6 - SB - 90
maintenance - free marine battery be used with this
product.

INSTALLATION: See Assembly Drawings

1. Unpack the Sumpro unit from its box. Note how the
unit looks at this time. This is how the unit should look
when the assembly is complete. (fig. A)

2. Release the latch and open thebattery access panel.

3. Pick up the eiectronics enclosure (Lid) and set it off
to the side. Inside the battery enclosure you should find
a jumper wire. Set it off to the side. (See figure B)

4, Find a suitable place to set the battery enclosure.
Keep in mind that the Sumpro should be placed in an
area where water or moisture will not splash or drip on
the unit, and a receptacle is within reach of the power
cord.

5. Battery installation. With the unit properly located,
the batteries can be installed. Lower the two marine
batteries into the box with the terminals facing the
battery access panel (fig. C). At this time look at the
polarity of your marine batteries. Facing the battery
access panel, the left battery post should be positive,
and the right negative. If this is not the case, do not
continue until the proper batteries can be purchased.

6. Now that the batteries have been installed in the
battery enclosure and the polarity conforms to (fig C),
the electronics enclosure can now be set in place. Pick
up the electronics enclosure (Lid) by the ends and set it
over the battery enclosure with the Sumpro label facing
outwards, the battery access panel as shown in (fig A).
When setting the lid down, set the back down first and
slide the lid forward over the top of the battery
enclosure (fig. D). This will ensure that the ELL hooks
on the back of the lid will catch the lip on the back of
the battery enclosure, properly securing the back of the
lid. Now push the front of the box down making sure
the lid is over the battery enclosure as it was when you
first removed it from its carton.

7. With the battery access panel open, take the two
wires hanging down from the lid and secure them to the
two outside battery terminals, make sure the wing nuts
on the battery posts are tight enough to ensure a good
connection (fig. E). Now plug the power cord from the
Sumpro into a 115V outlet. The unit will begin to hum;
do not be concerned, this is normal. At this time take
the jumper wire supplied with the unit and connect it
between the center battery terminals, making sure the
connections are tight. Next, close and secure the
battery access panel, preferably with a lock, so that
children cannot tamper with the unit. Plug your sump
pump into the outlet on the Sumpro unit and walk
away. The Sumpro will do the rest.
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SYSTEM LIGHT FUNCTIONS:

After you have your Sumpro unit in operation, you can
check its status by looking at the system light: the
system light should tell you everything you need to
know about the status of the system. After you first
install the batteries the system light will remain on for a
period of up to ten days while the batteries are fully
charging. After the batteries reach full charge the
system light will begin to flash and turn off periodically,
and will remain in this state until the power fails. At this
time the system light will stay on continuously showing
the system is operating in the auxiliary power mode.
After power has been restored the unit will
automatically begin this procedure again. Note: (the
system light will remain on for a period of up to five
days while the batteries are fully charging.)

TESTING:

To test the system, simply unplug the Sumpro from the
wall and pour water into your sump pit until your sump
pump turns on. You can repeat this several times if you
wish, but it is not necessary. Unlike other units, if the
Sumpro works once it is sure to work time and time

again. Be sure to plug the Sumpro unit back in after
you have completed your test.

NOTE: If while testing your Sumpro unit the pump
should not turn on, the following steps should be taken.

1. Check the system light to see if it is on.
2. Check circuit breaker or fuse.

3. Plug your pump’s power cord into a standard 115V
outlet. If your pump runs when plugged into the 115V
outlet, recheck all battery and power connections on
your Sumpro unit.

4. If the pump has been determined to be good and still
will not operate when plugged into the Sumpro unit,
disconnect all power sources and remove the upper
half of the unit and return it to the place of purchase for
a replacement.

5. If your pump does not run when plugged into the
115V outlet and all the above steps have been
followed, your pump is defective and should be
replaced or repaired by an authorized service station.



BATTERY MAINTENANCE:

if you are using maintenance - free (no battery fill caps)

marine batteries there is really no maintenance needed.

If you are using marine batteries that are not
maintenance - free, you may have to periodically check
the water levels in the cells, per the battery
manufacturer's recommendations. In no case use
batteries which are not designated “as deep - cycle
marine”.

SUMPRO MAINTENANCE:

You Sumpro unit has been designed to be virtually
maintenance free.

WARNING:

Always disconnect all power sources including the
batteries and your sump pump before disassembling
the unit for repair.

SUMPRO WARRANTY IS VOID:

IF ... Power cord has been cut or spliced.

IF ... Unit has been used in an outdoor application.

IF . . . Batteries not meeting the above described
specifications have been used.

IF . . . Unit has been submerged in water.

IF . .. Unit has been tampered with in any manner not
described in the above instructions.

IF ... Unit has been disassembled by customer.

IF .. . Unit has been applied to any other products
than the described sump or sewage pumps
the unit was intended for.

IF ... Unit is applied to pumps exceeding the horse
power or voltage limitations of this product.

LIMITED WARRANTY:

Metropolitan Marketing warrants the original purchaser of each of
the Metropolitan Marketing Companys’ product(s) that any part
thereof which proves to be defective in material or workmanship
within one year from date of installation, or eighteen months from
manufacture date, whichever comes first, will be replaced at no
charge with a new or remanufactured part, F.O.B. factory. Purchaser
shall assume all responsibility and expenses for removal,
reinstallation and freight. Any item(s) designated as manufactured
by other shall be covered only by the express warranty of the
manufacturer thereof. This warranty does not apply to damage
resulting from accident, alteration, design, misuse or abuse.
